is the successor of one of the oldest institutions of 

higher learning of Ukraine and Central-Eastern Europe – 

Kyiv Mohyla Academy.  

The Academy was founded by Halshka Hulevychivna, 

an educated noble woman, who on October 15, 1615 

donated her “courtyard with buildings and land, and all 

that belongs to that courtyard…” to the monastery and a 

school for children of all estates – the land where the 

university stands today.   

It is on that day that the Brotherhood School was 

established, later known as Kyiv Mohyla Academy.
